Simple Present

E usado para descrever rotinas, fatos, verdades
universais e também pode indicar futuro. Usamos os
auxiliares do/does para transformarmos as frases em
negativas e interrogativas. Outra coisa importante é
que na terceira pessoa (he,she,it) acrescentamos -s,
-es e -ies no final dos verbos. Veja alguns exemplos:

Affirm.: She rides a bike.
Neg.: She doesn’tride a bike.
Int.: Does she ride a bike?

Advérbios: Always, usually, sometimes, rarely,
never...

Present Continuous / Present Progressive
Descreve agdes em andamento.

Estrutura: Subject + to be + verb + ing

Affirm.: They are playing volleyball.
Neg.: They aren’t playing volleyball.
Int.: Are they playing volleyball?

Advérbios: now, at the moment, this week...

Simple Future

- Will = incertezas, future distante, previsoes,
decisoes instantaneas

- Shall = similar ao will. Somente pode ser usado
com | ewe.

- To be going to = certezas, planejado, future
préximo

Affirm.: She will travel to India.

Neg.: She won’t travel to India.

Int.: Will she travel to India?

Advérbios: tomorrow, next, soon...

Simple Past

Acdes concluidas e com tempo determinado no passado.
O unico auxiliar usado para transformar as sentengas em
negativa e interrogativa € o “did”.

Existem dois tipos de verbos:

- Regulares: -d, -ed, -ied
- Irregulares: **

Exemplos:

To cook = cooked
To dance = danced
To cry = cried

To go = went

To know = knew

To eat = ate

Affirm.: He went to school yesterday.
Neg.: He didn’t go to school yesterday.
Int.: Did he go to school yesterday?

Advérbios: Yesterday, ago, last, in 2000...
Obs.: Somente conjugamos os verbos na afirmativa.

Present Perfect

Expressa agbes que aconteceram no passado e
impactam o presente de alguma forma. Possui um tempo
indeterminado.

Estrutura: Subject + has / have + participle
Affirm.: She has studied here since 2022.
Neg.: She hasn’t studied here since 2022.

Int.: Has she studied here since 20227

Advérbios: since, for, yet, still...
